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Robert W. Hamm, PhD - Keynote Speaker
R&M Technical Enterprises, Inc.

For the past 49 years, Dr. Hamm has been active in the development of particle accelerators, including electrostatic accelerators, linear accelerators (linacs) and cyclotrons. He was a co-founder in 1985 and the President and CEO of AccSys Technology, Inc. for 22 years. The company develops and manufactures ion linear accelerators based on the RFQ structure. During his tenure, AccSys was awarded six patents on ion linac technology and designed and built a number of unique ion linacs for research and medical applications, including the first close-coupled RFQ/DTL system and the first dual energy RFQ system. AccSys was a technology spin-off company from Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL) and was purchased by Hitachi Ltd. in 2007. In 2008, Robert and his wife Marianne formed R&M Technical Enterprises, Inc., a business specializing in accelerator design and consulting work. He has completed the design and overseen the fabrication and commissioning of several new ion linacs and also served in 2011-2012 as the Interim CEO of Compact Particle Acceleration Corporation (CPAC), a start-up company that was unsuccessful in developing the dielectric wall accelerator licensed from LLNL.
Prior to co-founding AccSys with his wife and two colleagues from LANL in 1985, Robert was Manager of Research in the Radiation Division of Varian Associates, responsible for the development of new medical and industrial electron linacs. Before joining Varian in 1983, he was Vice President of R&D at The Cyclotron Corporation and led the product development of commercial compact cyclotrons, neutron generators and medical scanners. He was a research staff physicist at LANL in the Accelerator Technology Division from 977 to 1981 and was a key member of the development team for the Radio Frequency Quadrupole (RFQ). 

Dr. Hamm has authored review articles on Industrial Accelerators in the initial issue of Reviews of Accelerator Science and Technology (2008) and in Physics Today magazine (June 2011). In 2012, he and his wife co-edited a book on this subject. He has also published 96 papers in the scientific and engineering literature and has given numerous invited talks and colloquia worldwide. He has worked as a visiting scientist in Dubna (JINR), Geneva (CERN) and Canada (Chalk River), and has worked on an IAEA mission in Saudi Arabia. He has a BS in physics from the University of Louisiana, an MS in physics from Florida State University and a PhD in accelerator physics from Texas A&M University. 
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
